Introduction

1. This report summarizes global levels and
trends in the population of concern to
UNHCR: refugees, asylum-seekers, stateless,
and others of concern. The data, reported by
UNHCR country offices, generally reflect the
view of the host country. The statistics
contained in this note should be considered
provisional and subject to change.

2. This note provides only the main global
trends. For detailed statistics on 2004, see
http://www.unhcr.ch/statistics.

Total population of concern

3. The total population of concern to
UNHCR' increased from 17.0 million
persons at the end of 2003 to 19.2 million by
the end of 2004 (+13%). Refugees constitute
48 per cent of the total population of concern
to UNHCR, down from 56 per cent by end-
2003 (see chart below). However, the total
population of concern to UNHCR is not
totally reflected in these figures as an
important part of the stateless populations
have not been systematically identified, or
statistical data is unavailable despite renewed
efforts on the part of UNHCR.

Refugee population

4. By the end of 2004, the global number of
refugees reached an estimated 9.2 million
persons®. This constitutes a net decrease of
approximately 356,000 refugees (-4%) since
the beginning of 2004, when 9.6 million
refugees were recorded.

5. About half (54%) of all refugees benefit
from UNHCR assistance programmes. The
number of refugees directly assisted through
UNHCR fell by 175,000 persons (-3%) to 5.0
million refugees by the end of the year.

6. This is the fourth consecutive year in
which the global refugee population has
dropped, although not as sharp as in the two
previous years. Over the four-year period, the
global refugee population has fallen by 24
per cent. Decreases in the refugee population
are often the result of refugees having access
to durable solutions, in particular voluntary
repatriation.

7. In regional terms, Southern Africa
recorded the largest reduction in the refugee
population during 2004 (-20%), followed by
West Africa (-12%) (See box below).

8. Reductions in the refugee population
were also reported in Europe (-6%), the

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Americas (-4%), CASWANAME (Central
Asia, South-West Asia, North Africa and
Middle East) (-3%). A few regions recorded
increases, including Asia and Pacific (+2%),
Central Africa and the Great Lakes region
(+1%), and East and Horn of Africa (+0.3%).

9. Africa and CASWANAME each hosted
almost 30 per cent of the global refugee
population at the end of 2004. Europe hosted
25 per cent of all refugees, followed by Asia
and the Pacific (9%), and the Americas (7%).

10. Most  beneficiaries of  UNHCR
programmes are located in developing
countries. Almost 90 per cent are living in
countries covered by the UNHCR Bureau for
CASWANAME (47%) and Africa (40%).

11. In 2004, the Islamic Republic of Iran
became the main asylum country, accounting
for 11 per cent of all refugees under
UNHCR’s mandate. The increase is mainly
explained by a revision of the refugee figures
in the country following a registration
exercise undertaken during 2003. Following
the repatriation of some 424,000 Afghan
refugees, Pakistan dropped from being the
main country of asylum at begin-2004 to the
second largest by end-2004 (-15%). Germany
stayed as the third largest asylum country of
2004. The United Republic of Tanzania and
the USA (UNHCR estimate) remain as the
fourth and fifth largest asylum countries
despite experiencing decreases of seven per
cent each during 2004. Chad saw a major
increase of 78 per cent in the number of
refugees during 2004 making it the ninth
largest asylum country in the world (18™ at
begin-2004) (see box below)®.

12. Afghanistan continues to be by far the
largest country of origin of refugees under
UNHCR care. By the end of 2004, 2.1
million Afghan refugees were reported by 78
asylum countries, constituting 23 per cent of
the global refugee population. Despite
continued repatriation, the number of Afghan

refugees dropped by only two per cent during
the year.

13. Other major refugee origins experiencing
important decreases during 2004 were
Burundi (-9%) and Irag (-15%). The strong
fall in the Burundian refugee population
reflects the repatriation of refugees from the
United Republic of Tanzania (89,000) (see
box below).

14. Significant decreases in the refugee
population, often as a result of durable
solutions, were also recorded for refugees
from Angola (-101,000) Bosnia and
Herzegovina (-62,000), Iraq (-51,000), Serbia
and Montenegro (-33,000), and Liberia (-
18,000).

15. However, some refugee nationalities
recorded an increase in the population during
2004. The number of Sudanese refugees
increased by almost 125,000 persons (+21%)
due to mass outflows, mainly to Chad. The
number of refugees from the Russian
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Federation increased by 11,000 (+12%)
while the number of Indonesian and
Colombian refugees increased by more than
11,000 (+72%) and 9,000 (25%)
respectively.

Refugee arrivals

16. During 2004, some 232,000 prima facie
refugee arrivals were reported, creating new
refugee emergencies in various asylum
countries. The level of new outflows in 2004
was 20 per cent lower than in 2003 when
290,000 refugees fled their country en masse.

17. Eleven asylum countries reported the
arrival of more than 1,000 prima facie

refugees during 2004, including Chad
(131,000), Burundi (20,700), Yemen
(16,600), Uganda (15,500), Rwanda

(14,100), the Syrian Arab Republic (12,000)
and Liberia (5,500).

18. There were four countries of origin
which produced more than 10,000 prima
facie refugees in 2004: Sudan (147,000), the
Democratic Republic of the Congo (38,100),
Somalia (19,100), and Iraq (12,000).

Voluntary repatriation

19. Based on reports from countries of
asylum (departure) and origin (arrival), it is
estimated that some 1.5 million refugees
repatriated voluntarily to their country of
origin during 2004. In all, there were a total
of 27 wvoluntary repatriation movements
involving more than 1,000 refugees.

20. The main countries of origin to which
refugees returned during 2004 included
Afghanistan  (940,000), Irag (194,000),
Burundi (90,000), Angola (90,000), Liberia
(57,000), Sierra Leone (26,300), Somalia
(18,000), Rwanda (14,100), the Democratic
Republic of the Congo (13,800), and Sri
Lanka (10,000).

21. The past three years saw an almost
unprecedented level of voluntary repatriation,
mainly due to the return of more than 3.5
million Afghans from Pakistan and the
Islamic Republic of Iran. In total, more than

five million refugees were able to return
home.

Resettlement

22. In 2004, almost 30,000 refugees were
resettled from their previous asylum
countries with UNHCR assistance. The main
nationalities  benefiting from UNHCR-
facilitated resettlement were refugees from
Liberia (5,610), Sudan (5,050), Somalia
(4,870), Afghanistan (2,710), the Islamic
Republic of Iran (2,190), Myanmar (1,900),
Ethiopia (1,490) and the Democratic
Republic of the Congo (1,290).

23. Some 68 UNHCR country offices were
engaged in  facilitating  resettlement
departures during 2004. The largest number
of refugees resettled with UNHCR assistance
departed from Kenya (5,640), Coéte d’Ivoire
(4,480), Egypt (4,110), Turkey (2,290),
Thailand (1,580 (In addition some 9,100
others of concern to UNHCR were resettled
with  UNHCR-assistance), the Islamic
Republic of Iran (830), the United Republic
of Tanzania (810), Lebanon (710), Pakistan
(640), the Russian Federation (590), and
Ethiopia (590).

24. In 2004, 15 countries® received refugees
resettled under UNHCR-auspices. The main
countries which resettled refugees through
UNHCR were USA (63%), Australia (19%),
Canada (13%), Sweden (2%), Norway (1%),
Finland (1%), and Denmark (1%).

25. Immigration countries resettle refugees
through UNHCR as well as bilaterally.
Taking into account both, the US admitted
the largest number of resettled refugees
(52,900 during US Fiscal Year), followed by
Australia (16,000) and Canada (10,500).

Local integration

26. In many countries, refugees have the
opportunity to integrate locally because the
host country has provided them with access
to land or the labour market. In other
countries, refugees remain confined to camps

where they depend on assistance from the
international community. Using UNHCR
beneficiary statistics, it is possible to
determine the degree to which refugees
depend on the international community for
their survival. Industrialized countries, where
assistance is generally provided by the host
country, are not included in this analysis.

27. By the end of 2004, 71 per cent of the 6.5
million refugees hosted by developing
countries had access to assistance provided
by or through UNHCR. The proportion of
refugees  benefiting from international
assistance varies greatly, reflecting the
different opportunities provided to refugees
by the host country for local integration and
self-reliance. Major asylum countries where
less than 75 per cent of the refugee
population depends on international aid
include the United Republic of Tanzania
(67%), Guinea (65%), Zambia (54%), Sudan
(49%), Armenia (21%), the Democratic
Republic of the Congo (16%), India (7%),
and China (4%).

28. Naturalization, the final and crucial step
towards obtaining the full protection of the
host country, is not available to refugees in
all asylum countries. Moreover, the provision
of citizenship to refugees is under-reported.
During 2004, UNHCR was informed about
significant numbers of refugees being
granted citizenship by the host country in the
Russian Federation (8,400), Armenia (4,150),
Mexico (1,430), Kyrgyzstan (1,060), Ukraine
(250), and Belize (130).

Legal status

29. It is estimated that 41 per cent of the
refugee population under UNHCR care has
been granted protection under the 1951
Convention and/or its 1967 Protocol. An
additional 18 per cent of the refugees are
recognized under the 1969 OAU Convention,
whereas 12 per cent have been granted
UNHCR mandate status. The legal status of
more than a quarter (29%) of the refugees is
unclear.

30. The majority of the world’s refugees
(64%) have been granted refugee status on a

group or prima facie basis, whereas almost
one third (30%) have been granted refugee
status following individual determination.

31. A large majority of refugees in Africa
(86%), CASWANAME (87%) and Asia and
Pacific (72%) are prima facie refugees,
which contrasts starkly with Europe (24%)
and the Americas (1%), where most refugees
have been granted refugee status following
individual ~ screening.  These  regional
differences in recognition are explained in
large part by the nature of the refugee
situation  (mass  displacement  versus
individual asylum-seekers) as well as by the
level of economic development (individual
refugee status determination is resource
intensive).

Gender and age

32. About half of the world’s refugees are
female (49%). The proportion of female
refugees varies greatly, depending on the
nature of the refugee situation, the region of
asylum, age, etc. For instance, in countries
with mass refugee situations, the proportion
of female refugees tends to be around 50 per
cent. The percentage of females among
asylum-seekers is  significantly  lower.
Women are over-represented in the older age
category (60 and over), reflecting the higher
life expectancy of women in general.

33. Some 47 per cent of the persons of
concern to UNHCR are children under the
age of 18, whereas 13 per cent are under the
age of five. Half of the refugees (47%) are
aged between 18 and 59, whereas six per cent
are 60 years old or more. Considering that
most demographic data are available on
refugees living in developing countries, these
figures are not fully representative for all
refugees, however.

34. In Africa and the CASWANAME region,
where birth rates tend to be high, more than
half of the refugees are under 18 years old.
The proportion of refugee children is
significantly lower in Asia and the Pacific
(37%), Europe (23%) and the Americas
(25%).

Asylum-seekers

35. During 2004, a total number of 676,000
first instance or appeal applications for
asylum or refugee status were submitted to
Governments or UNHCR offices in 143
countries. The number of applications during
2004 decreased by 19 per cent compared to
2003 where 830,300 applications were
lodged globally. Most claims were registered
in Europe (444,000), followed by the
Americas (84,000), Africa (82,000), Asia and
the Pacific (35,000) and CASWANAME
(31,000).°

36. Countries receiving the largest number of
new asylum claims during 2004 were France
(58,500), the United Kingdom (40,200),
Germany (35,600), the United States
(27,900), South Africa (32,600), Canada
(25,800), Austria (24,600), and Sweden
(23,100)°.

37. The largest number of new and appeal
asylum claims were filed by nationals from
the Russian Federation (35,200), Serbia and
Montenegro (30,900), China (29,000), the
Democratic Republic of the Congo (28,700),

Turkey (27,000), Iraq (23,500), Somalia
(22,800), Colombia (20,200), Nigeria
(18,300), the Islamic Republic of Iran
(15,500), India (15,300), and Pakistan
(15,300).

38. In Europe, 49,500 asylum-seekers were
granted individual refugee status under the
1951 Convention in 2004 and another 33,100
asylum-seekers were allowed to remain on
humanitarian grounds. In the Americas,
41,400 asylum-seekers were recognized as
refugees. Africa was the third largest region
in terms of the number of asylum-seekers
being recognized in 2004 (24,000), followed

by Asia and the Pacific (23,900) and
CASWANAME (4,900).

39. The category of asylum-seekers in the
total population of concern to UNHCR
consists of those asylum-seekers whose claim
has not yet been decided or who are
otherwise registered as asylum-seekers. The
number of undecided asylum cases, both at
the first instance and on appeal, decreased by
16 per cent to reach 839,000 by the end of
the year. If the number of asylum
applications is stable or increasing, a fall in
the backlog of asylum cases generally
indicates that asylum procedures have
become more efficient. In a situation where
the number of applications is going down, the
explanation of a decrease in the backlog is
more ambigous.

40. At the end of 2004, the largest number of
undecided cases at the first instance and on
appeal was reported by the United States
(263,700), South Africa (115,200), Germany
(86,200), Austria (38,300), the Netherlands
(28,500), Sweden (28,000), and Canada
(27,200). Many countries were able to reduce
the number of undecided cases during 2004
United States (-88,200), Germany (-42,000),
the Netherlands (-16,000), and the United
Kingdom and Canada down some 14,000
each. Increases in the backlog were reported
by South Africa (+31,200), Cyprus (+4,900),
and Austria (+4,700).

Others of concern to UNHCR

41. The total number of others of concern to
UNHCR (internally displaced or IDPs,
returned IDPs, stateless, etc.) increased from
5.3 million at the end of 2003 to 7.6 million
by the end of 2004 (+43%). This increase
primarily reflects the revised Government
IDP figure in Colombia as well as the newly
reported IDPs of concern to UNHCR in
Sudan (660,000). Furthermore, increased
reporting on stateless persons has been
included for various countries which make a
direct comparison difficult.

42. Excluding the Colombian IDP figures,
the number of IDPs of concern to UNHCR
increased by 489,000 persons (+10%) during
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2004. With the exception of Colombia
(+240,000) and Sudan which reported 1DPs
for the first time during 2004, all other IDP
situations of concern to UNHCR decreased in
the number of persons affected. This includes
IDPs in Sri Lanka (-33,700), the Russian
Federation (-33,400), Liberia (-33,100),
Afghanistan (-24,700), Georgia (-23,100),
and Bosnia and Herzegovina (-17,000). The
IDP situation in Burundi was no longer
reported by the UNHCR office.

43. A number of IDP situations, however,
appear to be protracted with few durable
solutions being achieved in 2004. This
includes the situations in Colombia (2
miIIions)7, Azerbaijan (579,000), and Serbia
and Montenegro (248,000).

Stateless Persons

44. In addition to refugees, UNHCR has
been tasked by the United Nations General
Assembly through various resolutions to
contribute to the reduction of statelessness
and further protect stateless persons. In
particular, UNHCR has been asked by the
United Nations General Assembly to
regularly inform the international community
on the magnitude of the problem of
statelessness®.

45. In March 2004, UNHCR published an
analysis of the replies made by 74 States to a
questionnaire9 on the steps taken by States to
reduce statelessness and to meet the
protection needs of stateless persons. One
finding of the survey is that many States
referred to the difficulty of identifying
stateless persons. As of 2004, UNHCR is
further reinforcing its collection of statistics
relating to stateless persons by devoting a
special table to these populations (Table
14a). Although UNHCR is not in a position
to provide reliable statitistics on the total
number of stateless persons, it has indicated

countries with confirmed individuals and
groups of stateless persons but where the
numbers are not available. Stateless persons
reported in the category Others of Concern to
UNHCR only includes persons who are not
already included in the other categories of
concern to UNHCR (e.g. refugees, asylum-
seekers, IDPs).

46. UNHCR is aware of 42 countries with
stateless persons in this category by the end
of 2004. For the 30 countries where data was
available as per end-2004, the total number
of stateless persons was estimated to be 1.5
million.
